3 Medina Youth Baseball Association, Inc.
¥ Minor 9-10 League Rules

The Minor 9-10 League of Medina Youth Baseball Association, Inc. (MYBA) is for Medina-area boys and girls
whose birthdates are between the designated dates listed on the annual Official MYBA registration form.
Minor 9-10 League will play on fields that are scheduled on the appropriate parks for the respective league per
scheduling.

All games shall be immediately suspended at any sight of lightning by MYBA Officials/Umpires. Coaches and
players must exit the playing field. Lightening sightings suspend game restart by 30 minutes. (Game time will
end per original start time restrictions).

The Head Coach of the home team is responsible for contacting the commissioner regarding any uncompleted
games due to weather. The commissioner will contact the proper person for rescheduling all games.

Each Head Coach must ensure that all players have been picked up after the conclusion of each game. Parents
must always ensure that arrangements to pick up their children have been made in case of personal scheduling
conflicts.

Each jobox will be equipped with three bases, home plate umpire’s gear, and a First Aid Kit.

Each coach is provided with one dozen practice balls and one dozen game balls. Each team will provide one
new game ball for each game, which will be provided by MYBA prior to the beginning of the season.

Games will consist of a maximum of six (6) innings and last no longer than one hour and forty-five
minutes. No inning may begin after the one-hundred-five-minute time limit. The starting time of the game
is the originally scheduled start time, unless due to weather

If a game is called, , including due to weather, it is a regulation game if three and a half or four innings have
been completed. If the time limit has been reached and the home team is ahead after three and a half innings,
the home team does not bat and the game is over.

If the visiting team is ahead by at least ten runs after four innings, or the home team is ahead by ten runs after
three and one-half innings, the game will be called complete.

Each half-inning consists of three outs or a maximum of ten batters.

When the tenth batter is at bat, the game is to be played as if there are two outs. A force play ends the inning.
The team at bat must notify the umpire that the tenth batter is up.

There will be score keeping for all games played in the Minor 9-10 League.

Each team will have an official scorekeeper. After each half-inning, both scorekeepers will compare scorebooks
to ensure a correct score and batting order.

A Minor 9-10 League regular season game can end with a TIE SCORE and that tie will be submitted as part of
the teams’ regular season records.

Players will be in uniform but consideration has to be taken for lost hats. If a player has registered after the
league deadline, he/she may not have received a jersey in time for the first few games. The player will wear a t-
shirt in the color of the team uniform if he has one available.

Players will not wear earrings, finger rings, watches or any other form of jewelry (seen or unseen) while on the
playing field or in dugouts, during practices or games. (First offense: warning. Second offense: Player will be
ejected from the game and each time player’s turn at bat, an automatic out will be recorded).

Every player shall be entered in the batting order. There shall be no changes to the batting order once the game
has begun, unless a change is required due to injury or illness occurring to a player.

Minor 9-10 League will use ten (10) defensive players, with four players in the outfield.

Each team must have a minimum of eight players to begin the game. Each team has until the scheduled start
time to fill the roster. Late-arriving players will be added to the bottom of the batting order, once revolved
order-cannot enter. A forfeit will be recorded if a team does not meet the minimum number of players. . If
game goes to a forfeit, Umpires will be dismissed. Game time is from scheduled start time!
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Coaches must coach from the dugout and not from the field of play when on defense. When a team is batting,
only adult coaches are allowed in the coach’s boxes on the first and third base side.

Each pitcher will be allowed to pitch two consecutive innings or six consecutive outs. Once a player has been
removed from the pitcher’s position, he is not permitted to pitch again during that particular game. A pitcher
must be removed after a coach meets with the pitcher for the second time in an inning.

No pitcher is permitted to use any substance on the game ball that may change the flight characteristics on the
ball. Pitchers must also pitch from the rubber-No exceptions will be made.

A pitcher must be replaced after he has hit three batters in one game. The umpire should issue a warning after
the second hit batter. Coaches to advise umpire.

Any player who is warming up a pitcher must wear a facemask.

Pitchers are not permitted to wear sunglasses, batter’s gloves, ear/finger rings, or any other type of jewelry
(seen or unseen) while on the mound. (Same rule enforced as rule #17)

Intentional walking of batters is not allowed in the Minor 9-10 League.

Only one base is awarded to a base runner on an overthrow, regardless where the ball has been thrown.
[f a batter hits a ball into the outfield, the batter and any other baserunners may continue to run until the infield
controls the ball. If a baserunner is between bases when the ball is controlled, he/she may attempt to advance to
the next base. Base coaches will not encourage the baserunner to continue to run after the ball has been thrown
into the infield.

If a player is injured and comes out of the game, he may miss an at-bat without penalty. The offensive team
will notify the opposing team that the injured player’s at bat will be skipped. An out will not be recorded. If the
injured player recovers, with the approval of the coach, he may return to the game and will be reinserted into
the batting order in his original position.

There shall be NO LEAD-OFFS in the Minor 9-10 League.

Base stealing is permitted (see Rule #33)

No base runner may attempt to steal home plate. A baserunner may attempt a steal of a base other than home
after the pitched ball has passed home plate.

The infield fly rule will be called in the appropriate situation by the umpire. Infield Fly Rule: Less than 2 outs
and 1% and 2" or bases loaded. (Must be a force out possibility).

No player will sit out more than one consecutive inning per game and no more than two innings per game,
unless he/she is injured or is ill. Coaches will rotate turns for players between games for any 13-14 man rosters
due to some players will require possible 3 innings. It will not be the same players every game.

Players should avoid contact at all times when baserunning. Headfirst sliding is not allowed except to return to
previously occupied base. Headfirst sliding on advancement is an automatic out.

No defensive player will stand on a base unless he/she is preparing to make a play at that base. If the ball is not
in the vicinity of the defensive player and he has deliberately blocked the baserunner from touching the base, in
the umpire’s judgment, the base runner will be awarded the base.

Each Minor 9-10 team will have a BENCH COACH. The bench coach will assist with the batting order and
field positions and help maintain bench discipline.

MANDATORY-No Exceptions: Any player playing in the catcher’s position must wear a protective cup.

All coaches will make every attempt to move players throughout all positions. Coaches will make every
attempt to move players from outfield to infield throughout the game. No player should play in the outfield
more than two consecutive innings. Any abuse of this should be reported to league commissioner. If continued
abuse of this rule, commissioner will present to board for review for manager dismissal.

Batters and baserunners must wear a batting helmet at all times while on the playing field.

. Players and coaches may not wear metal spikes. THIS IS A SAFETY FACTOR. 1* offense: remove

cleats and immediate commissioner notification.2™ offense: 2 game suspension with notification.3™

offense: discipline board review and possible season ejection.

Any player who purposely throws any piece of equipment should be given a verbal warning. If the player
commits & second offense, he/she will be removed from the game. If the offense occurs in the last inning of a
game, the player will not be permitted to play in the next scheduled game.

No player is permitted to berate or use any verbal sounds to disturb the opposing players. Example:
Baserunners clapping, players saying “batter batter ....... swing” or “he is an easy out” will not be permitted.
